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[ WHO ARE WE? WHAT ARE WE SUPPOSED TO BE DOING? |

Every once in a while we (the church) need to take a look at ourselves, assess what we see, and make
plans to build on our strengths and shore up shortcomings. This summer will initiate a process of, not
only of self assessment, but of strategic planning. Among other things, we'll be defining our values, our
mission, and our vision.

Our values are simply those things that are most important to Johns Creek Christian Church. We can tell
what our values are by looking at how we as a church spend our time, how we spend our energies, and
how we spend our money. What do we value in actuality? We will also look at what have been called
“aspirational values.” These are those things we know ought to be of greater importance to us than
they actually are. We'll want to identify these things and grow as a church in these areas.

Our mission is God-given; we don't have to decide what our mission will be. God has stated clearly the
church’s reason for being. We'll take a look at that reason and fashion a brief and memorable statement
that we can use and refer to as a guide for doing ministry here. Mission questions are, what are we
here for? and, what does God want us to do?

Vision, on the other hand, is a picture of how we at JCCC will live out the mission to which we are
called. Though every church has the same mission (remember, that is God-given), each church is
unique in many ways. Where we are located helps shape our vision. The unchurched people in our area
help shape our vision. What are the needs of the people we have been called to serve? How can we
best serve them so as to fulfill our mission?

According to Peter Drucker’s book, The Five Most Important Questions You Will Ever Ask About Your
Organization, these are the queries on which we need to focus:

1. What is our mission? (What are we here for? Why do we exist?)

2. Who is our customer? (Who are we here to serve? Who needs us?)

3. What does the customer value? (What are people seeking, needing, looking for?)

4, What are our results? (What is it we actually produce? What impact are we having on people’s
lives, the community, and the world?)

5. What is our plan? (How are we living into the future? What are our specific goals and objectives,

why are they important, and how are we going to achieve them?)



What are the right questions for the church to ask? How do we come to our answers? Asking the right
questions is critical for the church. Some folk may think it is more important for the church to have right
answers than to ask the right questions, and I can see wisdom in that. But at the very least it is true
that until we ask the right questions we're not likely to come up with faithful answers.

Recently we named a steering committee to come up with a process, a timeline, suggested goals for our
study of values mission, and vision. The members of the steering committee are Dan McBride, Charlie
Kittinger, Carol Matthieson, Allen Rogers, Richard Jerkins, and Jim Lozen. This group will not do the
work of answering the big questions of mission and vision for the church. That will be the role of our
Leadership Team, our Elders and JCCC’s Pastoral leadership. The steering committee will provide a
framework to help us stay on task and a reasonable date by which we hope to accomplish this work.
Please be in prayer for our church as we enter this period of self-assessment and growth. God will be
glorified through your faithful giving of yourself to his magnificent mission!

| FINANCIAL NEWS |

From Ritchie Dickey, CFA — Finance Committee Chair

Summer is often a financially difficult time for the church, because vacations and travel take us away
from our regular routine. While this offers us needed renewal and refreshment, missed Sunday offerings
can play havoc with the church’s cash flow. Additionally, the revenue that the pre-school provides during
the school year is not present in the summer. Consequently, cash flow for the month of June is always a
challenge. This June is no exception, and we had to pull some money out of reserves to pay the
mortgage this month. The Finance Committee has set a goal to hold cash in the reserve account
sufficient to cover three months worth of operating expenses. We believe this provides a prudent
cushion to offset any extraordinary expenses and allow for variability in cash flow throughout the year.
Presently, the reserve account has $29,000, and we need $71,000 ($42,000 more than present) to reach
our goal. We will be striving to replenish the depleted funds and build the account over the last half of
the year, but in the meantime, please keep in mind the financial challenges that the summer months
present to the church.

We will be sending contribution updates in the second week of July. This will be the second update; the
first round was sent in early April via email — to everyone for whom we had an email address — and by
mail to everyone else. We will be distributing hard copies this round, either in church or by mail, so be
sure to let us know if you have moved recently. With regard to contribution levels, the first five months
of the year were great. The average level of giving is ahead of last year, and from February through May
contributions were ahead of budget (unfortunately, January was not as good and we are slightly behind
for the year). Our thanks go out to all families who have kept their pledge up-to-date, and I know that
many of you have even exceeded your pledge. Obviously, the current economic conditions create
additional financial hardships for many families, as well as the church. We will continue to pray for the
world economic situation and particularly for the individuals in our congregation who have been affected.
